*When shipped, the battery is not
fully charged. Always charge the
battery before using it.

* When carrying the battery, install it
in a digital camera or keep it in the
soft case.

M Battery Features

- The battery gradually loses its
charge even when not used. Use
a battery that has been charged
recently (in the last day or two) to
take pictures.

« To maximize the life of the battery,
turn the camera off as quickly as
possible when it is not being used.

+ The number of available frames
will be lower in cold locations or
at low temperatures. Take along
a spare fully charged battery. You
can also increase the amount of
power produced by putting the
battery in your pocket or another
warm place to heat it and then
loading it into the camera just be-
fore you take a picture.

If you are using a heating pad, take
care not to place the battery di-
rectly against the pad. The camera
may not operate if you use a de-
pleted battery in cold conditions.

Deactivation and memory are spe-
cific to Ni-MH batteries and are not
in fact battery faults.

Introduction

®5 The Electronic Viewfinder (EVF)

The electronic viewfinder provides the same information as the monitor, and can be
used when bright lighting conditions make the display in the monitor difficult to see.
Press EVF/LCD button to select from the auto switch, monitor, or electric view finder [o(@)
mode. When the auto switch mode is set, the electric view finder turns on automati- t
cally when you put your eye to the view finder, and the monitor turns on when you
take your eye away (note that the eye sensor may not respond if you are wearing
glasses or your head is an angle to the camera).

The camera is equipped with diopter adjustment to accommodate individual dif-
ferences in vision. Slide the diopter adjustment control up and down until the view-
finder display is in sharp focus.

®o Bright Ambient Lighting

Reflections and glare caused by bright ambient lighting may make it hard to see the display in the monitor,
particularly when the camera is used outdoors. This can be addressed by holding the EVF/LCD button to trigger
outdoor mode. Outdoor mode can also be enabled using the B MONITOR SUNLIGHT MODE option in the
setup menu (EZ 102).
